Key Uniform Requirements
Formal and PE Uniform: The PE uniform must only be worn on days when students have a 
timetabled PE lesson. On all other days formal uniform must be worn. Only official garments 
purchased through the uniform shop are to be worn. Undergarments can be worn for 
additional warmth but must not be visible.

Seasonal Changes in Uniform: The formal uniform has been designed such that garments can be 
worn throughout the year based on what each student feels comfortable wearing. The school 
does not have seasonal change-over periods for uniform items. Students are not to mix and 
match formal and PE uniform items.

Accessories: Accessories such as hair ties, scarves, gloves, beanies and/or cultural dress items 
can be worn but must be unadorned and in a single school colour.

Hats: Tyndale Chrisitan School is an accredited SunSmart School. Hats must be worn by all 
students when outside in Terms 1, 2 and 4. The school requires each student to have a hat 
available at all times. Sunscreen is made available in each classroom for students to apply 
as required.

Personal Appearance of Students

•  Hair must be of natural colour only and not beyond shoulder length. Where hair is beyond 
   shoulder  length it must be tied back. No extreme hair styles are permitted

•  Nails are to be kept clean and trimmed. Coloured nail polish/cosmetic nails are not allowed.

•  Earrings are permitted but must be discrete (two pairs for female, one pair for males). Clear 
   studs  must be worn for all other piercings. No other fashion jewelry permitted.

•  Middle and Senior School female students can wear tasteful, discreet make-up. 
   No unnatural colours or extreme styles permitted. Junior School students are not permitted to 
   wear make-up.

•   Check fabric dress

•   White blouse (with pants/shorts, skirt,  
    or pinafore). 

•   Soft shell jacket

•   White or grey socks with black shoes

•   Bucket hat (Term 1, 2 and 4)

•   Navy blue V-neck Jumper (optional)

•   Commemorative Jumper (Year 12 only)
